At Red Stag Timber, we want to ensure customers and consumers can easily identify Tru-Core®
treated framing grade lumber in both Radiata Pine and Douglas Fir.

How do | identify Tru-Core® H1.2 treated lumber?
All TRU-CORE® H1.2 treated lumber is dyed PINK as part of the treatment process. This means that TRU-
CORE® H1.2 is a full penetration boron treatment that fully complies with the New Zealand treatment
standard NZS3640:2003 for both Radiata and Douglas fir lumber. Further, details of the treatment are
continuously stamped into the lumber along each length so that identification of the treatment and supplier
is maintained throughout the life of the lumber. These details include:

Producer: RedStag Timber

Treatment Level: Treated H1.2

Chemical Treatment Number: 11 (i.e. Boron)

Treatment Plant Number: 168 (i.e. RedStag Timber, Waipa Sawmill)

TPC Woodmark to confirm treatment meets NZS3640:2003

What will this look like?

What does full penetration mean?

The two main types of lumber treatment are full penetration and envelope treatments. Envelope treatments
sit on the surface of the lumber and require cuts, holes, or notches to be sealed during the building
process. Full penetration treatments are spread throughout the lumber and do not require further chemical
application during the building process.
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Quality assurance procedures in the TRU-CORE® H1.2 treatment process test the boron penetration to
ensure compliance with NZS3640:2003. The turmeric/salicylic acid test changes from yellow to red in the
presence of Boron with a concentration above 0.2% BAE and is used to check the penetration of Boron
treatment chemicals in the lumber. Without the test reagents, the treatment is clear and cannot be seen in
the lumber. The pink colour is a dye that is added specifically for identification purposes.

meets or exceeds the required industry standard for treatment (H1.2-NZS3640:2003)
is easily identifiable through its pink colour
achieves protection to the core, thereby protecting all notches and cuts
